UNDP, with funds from the Swiss, Austrian, Danish and Georgian governments, is assisting relevant public institutions to implement a systemic reform of local and regional governance, increase citizen engagement in decision-making and create an enabling environment for local economic growth. UNDP projects Fostering Regional and Local Development Phase 2 (FRLD 2) and Fostering Decentralization and Good Governance at the Local Level (DGG) are being implemented in a way to complement one another in pursuit of greater democracy and better quality of life in localities.

For this reason, FRLD 2 provides support to local stakeholders including LSGs, Business Associations, CSOs, community groups and ordinary citizens to equip them with the right knowledge, skills and resources to engage in LED initiatives, cross-border cooperation and intermunicipal development ideas.
DGG project supports decentralization and good governance at the local level through promoting nation-wide policy reform, strengthening institutional and human capacities of national and local authorities, improving local service delivery and empowering right holders including women, youth and ethnic minorities to make their voices heard, engage in political process, and hold duty bearers accountable. The project facilitates citizen participation by raising awareness on the Local Self-Government reform, good governance principles, and participation tools and mechanisms to equip the right holders with relevant knowledge and skills to engage them in local policy making and claim their rights accordingly.

The objective of the UNDP Local Economic Development Initiatives Small Grants Scheme (Small Grants Scheme) is to help  selected Civil Society Organisations (CSOs) and Business Associations (BA)implement projects to support local economic development in municipalities located in Racha-Lechkhumi-Kvemo Svaneti, Samegrelo-Zemo Svaneti, Guria, Imereti, Mtskheta-Mtianeti and Kvemo Kartli. The Small Grants Scheme has been designed to empower communities and CSOs to make contribution in tackling poverty, inequality and economic disadvantages.

Preliminary estimates predict the GDP fall between 2% to 4% below the benchmark for the world[footnoteRef:1], increase in unemployment rates (between 5.3 and 24.7 million in addition to 188 million in 2019[footnoteRef:2]), increase in global poverty (pushing 49 million people into extreme poverty[footnoteRef:3]) and decrease of all dimensions of Human Development Index[footnoteRef:4]. The crisis revealed unsustainability and vulnerability of existing systems (health, economy, social protection, etc.) highlighting the importance and relevance of the Sustainable Development Goals - adopted by UN member states - more than ever and calling for actions altering social behaviour at local, national and international levels. The specific objective of this call for small projects is to strengthen the efficiency of MSMEs by supporting the initiatives that focus on enabling CSOs and Business Associations (BAs) to:
Advocate for the rights and strengthen the competitiveness of MSMEs (including artisans, farmers, household businesses) in target regions 2. Support formally organized MSME groups (associations, cooperatives, community groups) to provide adequate assistance to member micro, small and medium-sized entrepreneurs for improving marketability of their products/ services, innovating their business model catalysing  job-creation and income-generation.  Proposals are recommended to be aligned with the priorities and goals laid down in strategic documents, such as Municipal Mid-Term Development Documents ((MDDs) 2020-2025) and Regional Development Strategies (2014-2021).
